The calendar overleaf highlights
the collection days for your

blue bin, brown bin, grey bin
and glass recycling box. Keep
this in a safe place so you know
when to present your waste /
recycling for collection.

All containers must be placed at
the kerbside for collection. This
usually means the boundary of
your property (where it meets the
pavement, footpath or road) or
your designated bin collection
area. Ensure containers are
presented by 6.30am on your
collection day.

Do not put clothes and shoes,
electrical items, plastic bags

or food waste in your blue bin.
These cannot be recycled as
part of this service.
